The Second Sunday after Trinity 

 
 

The Gospel Call Goes Out to All 
 
Wisdom has issued an invitation to the divine feast: ñCome, eat of my bread and drink of 
the wine I have mixed. Leave your simple ways, and live, and walk in the way of insightò 
(Prov. 9:5ï6). This is the call of the Spirit of Christ to believe the Gospel and to receive 
His saving gifts in the Holy Supper. Many make excuses and reject this invitation, even as 
the Jews did in the days of Jesus, yet the Masterôs house will be filled. The Gospel call 
therefore goes out to the lowly and despised, into the highways, even to all the Gentiles 
(Luke 14:15ï24). For ñyou who once were far off have been brought near by the blood of 
Christò (Eph. 2:13ï22). In Christ, believing Jews and Gentiles are no longer strangers but 
fellow members of the household of God. The enmity of class and race is put to death 
through the cross. Having been reconciled in the one Body of Christ, we are enabled to 
love one another (1 John 3:13ï18) as we await the marriage feast of the Lamb in His 
kingdom which will have no end.  
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Communion at All Saints 

The Lordôs Supper is celebrated at this congregation in the confession and glad confidence that, 

as He says, our Lord gives into our mouths not only bread and wine but His very body and blood 

to eat and to drink for the forgiveness of sins and to strengthen our union with Him and with one 

another.  It is important, therefore, that those who come to the Lordôs Table trust His words, repent 

of all sin, and set aside any refusal to forgive and love as He forgives and loves us, that they may 

show forth His death until He comes. Scripture also teaches that Holy Communion is a confession 

of faith.  Those who receive the sacrament together show forth their unity in Christ, that is, a unity 

of heart and mind accomplished when all who commune together believe the same doctrine and 

are at peace with one another. 

 Scripture teaches that those who eat and drink our Lordôs body and blood unworthily do so 

to their great harm and that Holy Communion is a confession of the faith which is confessed at this 

altar.  Therefore, we, along with the historic Christian church, practice Closed Communion. Any 

who are not communicant members of All Saints, or another congregation of The Lutheran 

ChurchðMissouri Synod, are asked to speak with the pastor before receiving the Lordôs Supper.  

Those not receiving communion are invited to come forward during communion to receive a 

blessing.  Simply cross your arms over your chest and bow your head, and the pastor will give you 

a blessing; and know that we would love to share more with you about our teaching and practice. 

 Prayers of preparation and thanksgiving for receiving the Lordôs Supper are found in the 

LSB hymnal on p. 308.

But I am heartily sorry for them and sincerely repent of them, and I 

pray You of Your boundless mercy and for the sake of the holy, innocent, bitter 

sufferings and death of Your beloved Son, Jesus Christ, to be gracious and merciful 

to me, a poor, sinful being. 

 

P  Upon this your confession, I, by virtue of my office, as a called and ordained servant of 

the Word, announce the grace of God unto all of you, and in the stead and by the 

command of my Lord Jesus Christ I forgive you all your sins in the name of the Father 

and of the T  Son and of the Holy Spirit.

 15When one of those who reclined at table with [Jesus] heard these things, he said to him, 

ñBlessed is everyone who will eat bread in the kingdom of God!ò 16But he said to him, ñA 

man once gave a great banquet and invited many. 17And at the time for the banquet he sent his 

servant to say to those who had been invited, óCome, for everything is now ready.ô 18But they 

all alike began to make excuses. The first said to him, óI have bought a field, and I must go 

out and see it. Please have me excused.ô 19And another said, óI have bought five yoke of oxen, 

and I go to examine them. Please have me excused.ô 20And another said, óI have married a 

wife, and therefore I cannot come.ô 21So the servant came and reported these things to his 

master. Then the master of the house became angry and said to his servant, óGo out quickly to 

the streets and lanes of the city, and bring in the poor and crippled and blind and lame.ô 22And 

the servant said, óSir, what you commanded has been done, and still there is room.ô 23And the 

master said to the servant, óGo out to the highways and hedges and compel people to come in, 

that my house may be filled. 24For I tell you, none of those men who were invited shall taste
