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The Spirit of Truth Bears Witness to Jesus

The Spirit of Truth bears witness to Jesus, who is the truth. But the world does not receive
the truth. It loves its own and hates those who are of the truth. Just as Jesus was scorned,
so is His Church. “The hour is coming when whoever Kkills you will think he is offering
service to God” (John 16:2). Yet it is by Jesus’ suffering and death that we are saved.
Therefore we rejoice to share in His sufferings, that we may also share in His resurrection
glory (1 Pet. 4:7-14). Through the ministry of the Spirit of Truth, we are cleansed from the
deceit of our idols and given a new heart and a new spirit, the heart and Spirit of Christ
(Ezek. 36:22—-28). He now works in us fervent, self-giving love for one another, love which
covers a multitude of sins, “that in everything God may be glorified through Jesus Christ.
To him belong glory and dominion forever and ever. Amen” (1 Pet. 4:11).
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Communion at All Saints

The Lord’s Supper is celebrated at this congregation in the confession and glad confidence that,
as He says, our Lord gives into our mouths not only bread and wine but His very body and blood
to eat and to drink for the forgiveness of sins and to strengthen our union with Him and with one
another. It is important, therefore, that those who come to the Lord’s Table trust His words, repent
of all sin, and set aside any refusal to forgive and love as He forgives and loves us, that they may
show forth His death until He comes. Scripture also teaches that Holy Communion is a confession
of faith. Those who receive the sacrament together show forth their unity in Christ, that is, a unity
of heart and mind accomplished when all who commune together believe the same doctrine and
are at peace with one another.

Scripture teaches that those who eat and drink our Lord’s body and blood unworthily do so
to their great harm and that Holy Communion is a confession of the faith which is confessed at this
altar. Therefore, we, along with the historic Christian church, practice Closed Communion. Any
who are not communicant members of All Saints, or another congregation of The Lutheran
Church—Missouri Synod, are asked to speak with the pastor before receiving the Lord’s Supper.
Those not receiving communion are invited to come forward during communion to receive a
blessing. Simply cross your arms over your chest and bow your head, and the pastor will give you
a blessing; and know that we would love to share more with you about our teaching and practice.

Prayers of preparation and thanksgiving for receiving the Lord’s Supper are found in the
LSB hymnal on p. 308.
