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Jesus Makes Fishers of Men 

The Lord called fishermen to be fishers of men (Luke 5:1–11). The net they would use is 

the message of the cross, which is foolishness and a stumbling block to the world (1 Cor. 

1:18–25). The power of God to save is not in spectacular signs like wind and fire and 

earthquakes (1 Kings 19:11–21), nor is it to be found in human intelligence and wisdom. 

The power of God to save comes in the still, small voice of the preaching of Christ crucified. 

In worldly darkness the disciples could catch nothing. But in the light of Christ, whose 

Word was attached to the water, the boats were filled with fish. So it is that in Baptism you 

have been drawn into the ship of the Church. Though the nets are breaking and some 

who hear the Word do not believe, pastors continue to cast the net of the Gospel and the 

Sacraments, that Christians may abide in the boat of the Church and that we may be ready 

to give a defense to everyone who asks a reason for the hope that is in us (1 Peter 3:8–

15).  
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Communion at All Saints 

The Lord’s Supper is celebrated at this congregation in the confession and glad confidence that, 

as He says, our Lord gives into our mouths not only bread and wine but His very body and blood 

to eat and to drink for the forgiveness of sins and to strengthen our union with Him and with one 

another. It is important, therefore, that those who come to the Lord’s Table trust His words, repent 

of all sin, and set aside any refusal to forgive and love as He forgives and loves us, that they may 

show forth His death until He comes. Scripture also teaches that Holy Communion is a confession 

of faith. Those who receive the sacrament together show forth their unity in Christ, that is, a unity 

of heart and mind accomplished when all who commune together believe the same doctrine and 

are at peace with one another. 

 Scripture teaches that those who eat and drink our Lord’s body and blood unworthily do so 

to their great harm and that Holy Communion is a confession of the faith which is confessed at this 

altar. Therefore, we, along with the historic Christian church, practice Closed Communion. Any who 

are not communicant members of All Saints, or another congregation of The Lutheran Church—

Missouri Synod, are asked to speak with the pastor before receiving the Lord’s Supper. Those not 

receiving communion are invited to come forward during communion to receive a blessing. Simply 

cross your arms over your chest and bow your head, and the pastor will give you a blessing; and 

know that we would love to share more with you about our teaching and practice.

And he said to him, “Go back again, for 

what have I done to you?” 21And he returned from following him and took the yoke of oxen 

and sacrificed them and boiled their flesh with the yokes of the oxen and gave it to the people, 

and they ate.
