The Son of God Has Set Us Free from Sin and Death by His Grace

“Wisdom is justified by her deeds” (Matt. 11:19), and the true Wisdom of God, Christ Jesus
the incarnate Son, justifies us by His deeds. He prepares His way by the preaching of
repentance, but He has suffered the violence of the Law and voluntarily handed Himself
over to violent men, that we might eat and drink with Him in His Kingdom and “remain in
the house forever” (John 8:35). For He is “a friend of tax collectors and sinners” (Matt.
11:19), and He has rescued us by His grace from the slavery of sin and death. By the
proclamation of His eternal Gospel “to those who dwell on earth, to every nation and tribe
and language and people” (Rev. 14:6), “the righteousness of God has been manifested
apart from the law” (Rom. 3:21), “that He might be just and the justifier of the one who has
faith in Jesus” (Rom. 3:26). And by hearing the Gospel of Christ Jesus, “whom God put
forward as a propitiation by His blood, to be received by faith” (Rom. 3:25), “you will know
the truth, and the truth will set you free” (John 8:31-32).
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Communion at All Saints

The Lord’s Supper is celebrated at this congregation in the confession and glad confidence that,
as He says, our Lord gives into our mouths not only bread and wine but His very body and blood
to eat and to drink for the forgiveness of sins and to strengthen our union with Him and with one
another. It is important, therefore, that those who come to the Lord’s Table trust His words, repent
of all sin, and set aside any refusal to forgive and love as He forgives and loves us, that they may
show forth His death until He comes. Scripture also teaches that Holy Communion is a confession
of faith. Those who receive the sacrament together show forth their unity in Christ, that is, a unity
of heart and mind accomplished when all who commune together believe the same doctrine and
are at peace with one another.

Scripture teaches that those who eat and drink our Lord’s body and blood unworthily do so
to their great harm and that Holy Communion is a confession of the faith which is confessed at this
altar. Therefore, we, along with the historic Christian church, practice Closed Communion. Any who
are not communicant members of All Saints, or another congregation of The Lutheran Church—
Missouri Synod, are asked to speak with the pastor before receiving the Lord’s Supper. Those not
receiving communion are invited to come forward during communion to receive a blessing. Simply
cross your arms over your chest and bow your head, and the pastor will give you a blessing; and
know that we would love to share more with you about our teaching and practice.

Prayers of preparation and thanksgiving for receiving the Lord’s Supper are found in the
LSB hymnal on p. 308.

YNow we know that whatever the law says it speaks to those who are under the law, so that
every mouth may be stopped, and the whole world may be held accountable to God. 2°For by
works of the law no human being will be justified in his sight, since through the law comes
knowledge of sin.

21But now the righteousness of God has been manifested apart from the law, although the
Law and the Prophets bear witness to it— 2*the righteousness of God through faith in Jesus
Christ for all who believe.
