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Holding God to His Word 

Jacob wrestled with God; he would not let Him go until he received a blessing from Him 

(Gen. 32:22–32). So it was with the Canaanite woman. Though Jesus seemed to ignore 

and reject her, she continued to call upon His name and look to Him for help (Mt. 15:21–

28). Even when the Lord called her a little dog, she held on to Him in faith and would not 

let Him wriggle out of His words: “Yes, Lord, yet even the dogs eat the crumbs that fall 

from their masters’ table.” This Gentile woman shows herself to be a true Israelite, who 

struggles with God and man in Christ and prevails. “O woman, great is your faith! Be it 

done for you as you desire” (Mt. 15:27–28). This is the sanctifying will of God (1 Thess. 

4:1–7)—to test your faith in order that it may be refined and strengthened. For tribulation 

produces perseverance; perseverance, character; character, hope. And hope in Christ 

does not disappoint (Rom. 5:1–5).  



 

 

Communion at All Saints 

The Lord’s Supper is celebrated at this congregation in the confession and glad confidence that, 

as He says, our Lord gives into our mouths not only bread and wine but His very body and blood 

to eat and to drink for the forgiveness of sins and to strengthen our union with Him and with one 

another. It is important, therefore, that those who come to the Lord’s Table trust His words, repent 

of all sin, and set aside any refusal to forgive and love as He forgives and loves us, that they may 

show forth His death until He comes. Scripture also teaches that Holy Communion is a confession 

of faith. Those who receive the sacrament together show forth their unity in Christ, that is, a unity 

of heart and mind accomplished when all who commune together believe the same doctrine and 

are at peace with one another. 

 Scripture teaches that those who eat and drink our Lord’s body and blood unworthily do so 

to their great harm and that Holy Communion is a confession of the faith which is confessed at this 

altar. Therefore, we, along with the historic Christian church, practice Closed Communion. Any who 

are not communicant members of All Saints, or another congregation of The Lutheran Church—

Missouri Synod, are asked to speak with the pastor before receiving the Lord’s Supper. Those not 

receiving communion are invited to come forward during communion to receive a blessing. Simply 

cross your arms over your chest and bow your head, and the pastor will give you a blessing; and 

know that we would love to share more with you about our teaching and practice.

P Upon this your confession, I, by virtue of my office, as a called and ordained servant of 

the Word, announce the grace of God unto all of you, and in the stead and by the 

command of my Lord Jesus Christ I forgive you all your sins in the name of the Father 

and of the T Son and of the Holy Spirit.
