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Jesus Is Our Redemption 

In the temple Jesus said, “If anyone keeps my word, he will never see death” (John 8:51). 

For Jesus came to taste death for us—to drink the cup of suffering to the dregs in order 

that we might be released from its power. Clinging to His life-giving words, we are 

delivered from death’s sting and its eternal judgment. Christ is our High Priest, who 

entered the Most Holy Place and with His own blood obtained everlasting redemption for 

His people (Heb. 9:11–15). He is the One who was before Abraham was, and yet is his 

descendant. He is the promised Son who carries the wood up the mountain for the 

sacrifice, who is bound and laid upon the altar of the cross. He is the ram who is offered 

in our place, who is willingly caught in the thicket of our sin, and who wears the crown of 

thorns upon His head (Gen. 22:1–14). Though Jesus is dishonored by the sons of the 

devil, He is vindicated by the Father through the cross.   



 

 

Communion at All Saints 

The Lord’s Supper is celebrated at this congregation in the confession and glad confidence that, 

as He says, our Lord gives into our mouths not only bread and wine but His very body and blood 

to eat and to drink for the forgiveness of sins and to strengthen our union with Him and with one 

another. It is important, therefore, that those who come to the Lord’s Table trust His words, repent 

of all sin, and set aside any refusal to forgive and love as He forgives and loves us, that they may 

show forth His death until He comes. Scripture also teaches that Holy Communion is a confession 

of faith. Those who receive the sacrament together show forth their unity in Christ, that is, a unity 

of heart and mind accomplished when all who commune together believe the same doctrine and 

are at peace with one another. 

 Scripture teaches that those who eat and drink our Lord’s body and blood unworthily do so 

to their great harm and that Holy Communion is a confession of the faith which is confessed at this 

altar. Therefore, we, along with the historic Christian church, practice Closed Communion. Any who 

are not communicant members of All Saints, or another congregation of The Lutheran Church—

Missouri Synod, are asked to speak with the pastor before receiving the Lord’s Supper. Those not 

receiving communion are invited to come forward during communion to receive a blessing. Simply 

cross your arms over your chest and bow your head, and the pastor will give you a blessing; and 

know that we would love to share more with you about our teaching and practice.
